With the 
support of over 100 dedicated volunteers, we have delivered over 
528,000 meals in the past 50 years. 

 
Our meal recipients pay for their meals if they are financially able, but that only covers 
around half of our costs. With rising costs, we want to continue providing a healthy and 
enjoyable meal to our recipients. We do not receive any regular funding from city, state 
or federal government sources and depend on contributions from concerned 
individuals and businesses to help us provide meals to those in need.
